SAINTS OF THE WEEK: St Paul Miki & Companions (c.1562-1597) Martyr. Born into a well-to-do Japanese family
Paul was educated by the Jesuits who had missions in Japan. He became a Jesuit and a well-known and successful preacher
making many converts. The local authorities becoming suspicious of the Jesuits and concerned about foreign influence
began to persecute Catholics. Paul was arrested and jailed with other Catholics. They were forced to walk 600 miles to
Nagasaki where they were crucified. He preached his last sermon from the cross, forgiving his executioners and reminding
them that he too was Japanese.
