***NEW#*** SAINTS OF THE WEEK: 8" March — St John of God (1495 — 1550) Born in Portugal, he had a pious
upbringing. He then turned his back on religion and enlisted in a company of foot soldiers. At 40 he changed again and
became fervent to the point of fanaticism in the practice of religion. He came under the influence of St John of the Cross
who managed to calm him and direct him towards a life to care for the poor and sick which led to the setting up of an order
dedicated to this aim. Patron Saint of Hospitals and the sick as well as printers and booksellers.

STEPPING INTO STILLNESS: An Introduction to Contemplative Praying and Living, Contemplative Retreats at
St. Rita’s Centre, Honiton, Devon. Sometimes people find their prayer is changing — they feel drawn more and more into a
place of stillness with God. These residential retreats provide participants with a space for such prayer. They are based on
Franz Jalics SJ’s Way of Contemplative Praying and Living, also known as the Gries Path of Prayer. For those familiar
with the Gries Path, they provide an opportunity to deepen it. ‘There are many paths to contemplation. I show you one of
them. I myself have walked the way I describe; should it help someone else to find his or her way I am satisfied.” (Franz
Jalics SJ.
